Progress reports: Edward Caballero

e Progress reports will be sent this Friday if any doubts please ask your student teacher. Different this
semester no conference between parents and teachers. No result for the CELDT exams.

ELPAC Information:-Edward Caballero

e Two types of exams the initial assessment and summative assessment. Children learning English as a
second language normally given to kindergarten student or if child is coming from another Country the
initial assessment is given. On the flyer given you can see when the initial or summative assessment is
given. ELPAC is given until the student is reclassified.

e How do you define is the student is EL student? Depending on the results of summative assessment.
There was a big change originally the exam was given in the begging of the year and now we are given
the exam in April to give the students an opportunity to review before the exam. The initial assessment
is given to students within 30 day of starting date. The Summative assessment has changes now we have
February thru May to give the exams and all this is to align all the exams.

e The ELPAC exam is very similar to CELDT. They are evaluated in four areas

o Listing-They will be using the compute for this exam and will need to listen and answer this is
something new this year.

o Speaking-This is very similar to what we had.

o Reading-This is very similar to what we had.

o Writing
In the listening portion what opportunities will the children have, will it be in a classroom or will it be given
individually? Depending in some areas such as reading and written grades 3™ to 8" can be given up to 20
students. Listening and speaking is given one on one on the computer. How comfortable are the students using
a computer? We will have to tell the students that it is a very serious exam also; the BIA’s will be there to guide
the student on the exam. Children with disabilities will also take the exam but depending on their IEP some
modifications might be given. How do you remove the title of EL to students of grade 12? When reclassified
child will have the title of proficient in English but will be monitor for four years. What is the percentage of
student not being reclassified? For 8" grade students 123 are reclassified and 60 are still ELs district wide. If
plan A does not work do we have a plan B in place? The new curriculum has developed new factors to help the
teacher know the children better and give them the support the children need. Parents’ opinions: we need
more support for 3" grader, 50% of the teachers are not comfortable with the new curriculum, strict support for
students learning and not for behavior issues, need support for the children with behavior issues. When
deciding on getting a new curriculum do you consider the parents input before deciding on a new curriculum?
Not something we took into consideration but it is normally something that we look at to taking into
consideration. Suggestions to help your children: Please make student go to bed early and make sure they have
a good breakfast. For more information please go to the web pages on flyer.

Juntas de padres y maestros — Yanira pregunto si alguien tenia algo que compartir. El Sr. Gonzales pregunto qué
tan rdpido empezamos los equipos de éxito estudiantil (conocido por sus siglas en inglés, SST) (Hay manera de
ayudar a los alumnos mas pronto?
